“For the grace of God has appeared bringing salvation to 
all men.” We find these words in Titus 2:11. This is the opening 
passage to the thoughts in Titus 2:11-15. This passage might be 
titled “Christian Living in Expectation of the Return of Jesus.”  

In this passage “grace” is both a person and an action. It is 
evident to the reader that this verse is talking about the Incarnation 
of the Lord Jesus. In the “fullness of time, God sent forth His 
Son…” (Gal. 4:4-5) to redeem mankind . God had promised 
throughout the Old Testament to send forth the Redeemer 
prophesied in Genesis 3:15. Jesus came to seek and save the lost 
(Luke 19:10); He came to save all mankind (Romans 5:8).  

This grace is also an action. The saving grace of Jesus 
illustrates His great love for mankind . God so loved the world 
(John 3:16). It is in this action that we have the Godhead showing 
forth this great love towards mankind.  

The main crux of the verse is that both of these thoughts in 
Titus 2:11

 

bring salvation. There is no salvation outside of Jesus 
(John 14:6; and Acts 4:12). Let’s embrace Jesus as our Savior and 
Lord and never fail to praise Him and thank Him for His great 
mercy ‘in that while we were yet sinners…” He died for us.
